
It seems that we have just 

put away the Christmas 

lights, and now we are at 

the cusp of Lent! February 

22nd is Ash Wednesday. It is 

a high and holy day in the 

Christian Church.  

 

In the Western Christian 

calendar Ash Wednesday 

is the first day of Lent. It 

occurs forty-six days before 

Easter, but Lent is never-

theless considered forty 

days long, because Sundays 

in this period are not 

counted as days of penance. 

It falls on different dates 

from year to year, accord-

ing to the date of Easter; it 

can occur as early as Febru-

ary 4 or as late as March 

10.   

  

At services of worship on 

this day, worshippers are 

blessed with ashes by the 

celebrating minister. The 

minister marks the fore-

head of each participant 

with black ashes, in the 

shape of a cross, which the 

worshipper traditionally 

retains until washing it off 

after sundown. The symbol-

ism is a tradition of the an-

cient Near Eastern tra-

dition of throwing ash over 

one's head, signifying repen-

tance before God (as re-

lated numerous times in the 

Bible). The minister offers 

the worshipper an instruc-

tion while applying the 

ashes. These are three ex-

amples:1) "Remember, man, 

that you are dust, and unto 

dust you shall return." This 

wording comes from Gene-

sis 3:19. Or 2) "Turn away 

from sin and be faithful to 

the Gospel." Or 3) "Repent, 

and hear the good news.‖ 

 

January 1st is the day of 

―resolutions,‖ sort of 

―making things better in our 

lives than the way they 

were.‖ Ash Wednesday is 

not so different. In fact, it is 

even more significant. The 

placing of ashes on the fore-

head is an act of repen-

tance, which is a ―making 

right what was wrong in 

our lives.‖ It is a turning 

from those things which 

make us unfaithful, and re-

placing them with words 

and deeds which make us 

more faithful.   

 

So I am calling upon all of 

us to take the Lenten Sea-

son seriously, beginning 

with the imposition of 

Ashes on February 22, 

AND to make the time to 

attend the mid-week 

Lenten services. These 

worship opportunities, 

like Saturday/Sunday wor-

ship services, are oppor-

tunities to enrich our faith 

and our spiritual life, and 

also to grow our church 

community. In practical 

terms, our church does 

not grow if we do not 

grow in spirit and faith. 

WE are the best ―banner‖ 

for our church. As our 

faith grows, the ―beacon 

of light‖ shines for all to 

see. It will be our light as 

individuals and as a com-

munity that will draw oth-

ers to us. If we do not 

come, why would/should 

others? 

 

As we continue to grow 

closer and stronger in our 

personal faith life, our 

communal faith life also 

grows, and we can be-

come stronger in our love

The students will be bringing 

home envelopes to fill with their 

donations and then bringing them 

back to Sunday school the next 

week. Heifer envelopes will also be 

in the pews for your donations at 

offering time. We will be accepting 

these offerings through Palm Sun-

day. I encourage you to talk with 

your children about ways in which 

they can help to raise money.

Ahhh, February. A month of love and 

chocolate. And who doesn‘t love 

chocolate? Well, now that you have 

all those sweet thoughts running 

through your head, let‘s talk finances.  

 

Ha! Gotcha! That‘s right, February 

isn‘t just about sweets around 

here… at the end of this month is 

the annual meeting. I sincerely hope 

you all get a chance to attend, be-

cause that meeting is a chance for 

you to get informed about the cur-

rent state of the church and our 

plans for the future of St. Peter. We 

will discuss the church‘s financial 

standing after this fiscal year, includ-

ing the projected income/loss for the 

year, and we will ask you to approve 

our proposed budget for next fiscal 

year. The budget we approve has a 

huge impact on the projects we can 

undertake this year, the long term 

plans we make, and how we invest 

the funds we currently have. Council 

has been working hard to put to-

gether a budget that takes into ac-

count new programming, building 

improvements, and the rest of the 

changes you as a congregation asked 

for during the strategic planning 

process. This is your chance 

to hear about those plans.  

 

Now, last month I updated you 

on the state of the books as of 

November 31, 2011 (3rd quar-

TREASURER’S REPORT 

ter). I want to take this opportunity 

to give you a quick update on 

where we stand now (January 

15th—the newsletter deadline 

date).  

 

¶ Total offering income received to 

date is about $286,000, well 

short of the $302,000 we had 

budgeted to receive by this date. 

Our budgeted offering income for 

the year is $345,000 and we will 

likely fall short of that total as 

well.  

 

¶ Total ‗other income‘ (which in-

cludes rentals, etc.) and fundrais-

ing income will also fall short of 

projected levels. We are always 

looking for new ways to increase 

rental income, but I believe our 

building needs some updates be-

fore it attracts significant rental 

revenue. As I discussed last 

month, we have made progress 

with fundraising but need in-

creased volunteer participation 

and event attendance if we ex-

pect fundraising to be a significant 

revenue source.  

 

¶ Thanks to the hard 

work of many volunteers/

board chairs and to the 

delay of planned projects 

and programming, our ex-

penses are under budget. As 

of today our total expenses are 

$68,000 below budget. This isn‘t 

the victory it appears to be… 

this means that we are putting 

the progress of the church off in 

order to balance the books. 

 

Please take a moment to consider 

this financial update and how these 

results will affect St. Peter. Con-

sider what you want our church to 

look like in the future… what pro-

grams do you want to see in place, 

what should the building structure 

look like, what do you want your 

congregation to be known for? 

After you know what you want 

out of your church, please attend 

the annual meeting and listen to 

the plans Council has been dis-

cussing in order to meet the de-

mands of our strategic plan. The 

finances we are seeing at this point 

certainly don‘t allow for grand 

changes, or even minor improve-

ments. Let‘s discuss how we can 

grow our church into the church 

we all imagine. This meeting only 

happens once a year (and there 

isn‘t even any football on that 

morning), so please come out and 

help us plan for the upcoming 

year. See you there!

As we wind down our church fiscal year, it is easy to reflect 

backwards on the past year. However, I would rather look 

forward or think ahead and ask that you do the same in 

preparation for our annual meeting next month. 

 

The attached image shows a silhouette of our church and 

lists our Vision, Mission, and Core Value statements from 

our strategic plan. I like this piece of paper because it is con-

cise, unlike me…. It is a simple reminder of what we com-

mitted to. 

Our Vision Statement—what we are collectively working 

toward as a goal—says: 
 

Peter will become a beacon of faith for our community 

constantly growing through vibrant Worship, active Missions, 

excellent Christian Education, quality Facilities, and continu-

ous Outreach.ó 

FROM YOUR COUNCIL MO DERATOR  

We have made some definitive progress this 

year in working toward our Vision through the 

significant addition of Pastor Emily to help lead 

and build our Christian Education overall pro-

gram. Yet, if you look at all five key elements of 

the Vision Statement and assess general pro-

gress, we have a long way to go. 

 

At the Congregational Meeting, Council will pro-

pose some bold plans to finally address our 

building, which in many respects is not up-to-

speed or at par with those of other churches. 

We will focus in first-phase planning on the C.E. 

wing, which is woefully dated—single pane win-

dows, no air conditioning, leaky roof, not handi-

cap accessible. Did you know that full architec-

tural plans were developed for a C.E. Wing 

overhaul back in 1985? The plans—based on 

need back then—were never pursued. 

 

Our building needs attention. It is keeping us 

from the growth that we desire—new families, 

more children, new programs. Council reviewed 

our C.E. wing with a few prospective organiza-

tions looking to rent facilities in the past year. In 

the past few cases, we were turned down due to 

the condition of the C.E. wing‘s lack of basic 

amenities. 

 

The plans that Council will propose in February 

will be bold, as stated, but not rash. We intend 

to follow a phased approach—analyze, research, 

assess, discuss, discuss some more…develop 

solid plans. 

 

As you think about St. Peter and our coming 

new fiscal year and the Congregational Meeting,  

please stare at the image of our church and re-

read the Vision Statement and ask yourself, 

―what do we need to do collectively to 

strengthen our church and to grow?‖
